My recent project was adding a cocking handle to the left side of an AR-15 upper.  (See Pictures 1, 2, and 3).  This required slotting 
the upper, and installing a handle and fitting a handle to the carrier.  A significant lesson learned was how to locate the endsof the 
slot that is cut in the left side of the upper.  
Benefits include getting the job done right, getting it done on schedule, and learning.  Using professional tools will identify the right 
tools to buy, if you want to.  Also, the range is right there for function firing and fine tuning before you leave.   
A dedicated one ςon - one instructor, instead of a group class,   means no time lost waiting for your share of instructor, machinery, 
and tools.

Å My Experience:  I was able to work on my rifle in my spare time.  Over 8 
days I averaged 8 hours per day to complete my project.  Having no prior 
experience with a lathe or mill, there was a steep learning curve to 
complete the work I wanted done to my rifle.  

Å I started with a used Remington 700 Long Action with stock trigger with a 
Ǝƻŀƭ ƻŦ ƳŀƪƛƴƎ ŀ ΨǘŀŎǘƛŎŀƭ ǊƛŦƭŜΩ ǘƘŀǘ L ŎƻǳƭŘ ŎƻƳǇŜǘŜ ƛƴ C¢w Ŏƭŀǎǎ ŀƴŘ ƻǇŜƴ 
class matches.  Disassembled stock rifle, began to take all measurements.  
I purchased 2 barrels for the project as I wanted two rifles,  one in 6.5x06, 
and the other in .308.  It was much less expensive to go the route of a 
quick change barrel.  The Long Action and bolt face accepted both 
cartridges making it a good choice for me. 

Å I squared the action, trued bolt face and lugs.  Installed a Sakostyle 
extractor.  Tuned the stock trigger.  The stock I chose had a aluminum 
block, so I chose not to glass bed the action  I did need to remove material 
to properly fit the barrels diameters.  I cut the barrels to length, threaded, 
chambered, cut target crowns, and machined hex ends to facilitate quick 
barrel change.  

Å Overall Derrick and Marty were excellent in instructing and dispelling any

ÅI first met Derrick Martin back in April 2001. That was in the days before the Twin Towers and the GWOT.

We had been corresponding, albeit somewhat sporadically, for a couple of years beforehand as I had become involved in the UK shooting circuit 

and was the proud owner of an AR15 flat top rifle.

ÅAs is the way with me, I had developed an interest in tinkering with it, as I always did with my cars and bikes.

It was through this pursuit that led me to various websites and forums in the US, and one name kept coming up.....Derrick Martin. He appeared to 

be some sort of rifle guru and bank of knowledge.  I used to call him up, and although I was a little in awe of talking to someone as "famous" as 

him, he always had time to chat and offer tips and advice.

ÅAround this time I purchased Glen Zedikers book The Competitive AR15, The Mouse That Roared. This opened my eyes to what these rifles 

were capable of, and in the book was a chapter by Derrick, the man himself. This also piqued my interest in HighPower Rifle and through even 

more phone calls, Derrick sent over a large box of targets and so the UK HighPower Rifle Association was born. (it still goes strong to this day)

This all led to an invitation from Derrick to come over and shoot some matches with him, and it was this that led us on our first journey to Arizona 

and the world famous emporium of Accuracy Speaks Inc.

ÅDuring this trip of which previously we had pre ordered some barrels, upon arrival Derrick told us that they weren't quite finished and that we 

would have to do it ourselves! Now, after leaving school some 20 years previously, I had become an apprenticed tool & die maker, but left this in 

my early 20's to go in pursuit of fun and sunshine in the Gulf ( where incidentally I was born), but during all this time I had never touched a lathe, 

so was a little daunted at the thought of having to finish my own barrel and potentially mess it up. What I didn't count on is that apart from being a 

great shooter and person, Derrick is also a great teacher, and he took the time in the evenings to show us how to thread, chamber and 

headspace, and imbue us with the confidence and knowledge so as on out return to the UK, we wouldn't really have to rely on someone half a 

world away....unless we really wanted to!!

ÅIn life you will always find people that are over protective of their own knowledge for fear of competition in business etc, but not Derrick, and as I 

was now an aspiring gunplumber who had no other "smiths" to turn to, the phone calls became more frequent as I strived for more knowledge.

Upon return trips, we would save up projects and I would compile pages of questions to ask the man. He always had the answers. This 

eventually led to learning how to bed, truing and action blueprinting, various milling procedures and one-off jobs as well as several UK specific 

improvements and projects.

ÅThrough demand from friends and colleagues on the UK shooting scene, I started to use my AZ gained knowledge to carry out jobs and work 

on other people's firearms, and this meant that I had to become a firearms dealer in my own right. I now have my own  business building AR15 

rifles as well as custom work to high spec bolt guns and have gained an enviable reputation as I became "established".

ÅAll of this I owe to Derrick Martin, who without him, none of it would have been possible. After ten or more years, we are still good friends, and 

even though we are five and a half thousand miles apart, I know that all I have to do is pickup the phone or drop him an email and he will have 

the answers to any questions.

ÅIt has been my pleasure over the past years to build up some project guns with the assistance and guidance of 

Derrick and Marty.  Some of the work was in the shop and part of it was at home. One of many projects was 

working on my own AR.  With the skills I learned I also was able to maintain my AR and the ten plus ARôs that 

belong to the AZ Jr Rifle program.  Over a five-year period I estimate I changed over twenty AR barrels. With 

Derricks help, I also built my own dedicated 22 upper.

ÅMy Series 70 Combat Commander needed a remake. I checkered the front strap, installed a beavertail safety, 

fitted an extended thumb safety, installed a flared magazine well, cut new dove tail slots in the slide and installed 

low profile sights and did a trigger job.  When I completed all of the metal work I sent it to Robar for their NP3 

finish. With the tools and expertise of Accuracy Speaks it was a fun project.

ÅI lugged around an old Czech VZ24 Mauser that I started sporterizing when I was in High School. My 

Granddaughter now has a scoped 308WIN hunting rifle in a black and grey, glass bedded laminated stock and a 

bead blasted blue finish.  I shaped, bedded, and finished the stock. I installed a low scope safety, drilled and 

tapped the action for scope mounts, installed a new trigger, fitted and chambered the barrel, and prepped all the 

metal for bluing. I have recently completed another 308WIN hunting rifle for my grandson.  

ÅAfter completing my first hunting rifle I also built a match rifle.  The unique thing about this rifle is I made two 

barrels for it, a 308 Win and a 260 Rem.  Each barrel was finished with a hex end at the muzzle and with the aid of 

a 17mm wrench I can remove one barrel and install the other. I installed the action in a McGee stock to complete 

the build.

ÅI have used the talents of Accuracy Speaks a lot.  If it werenôt for the fact that I moved several states away I 

would be in the shop building guns and becoming more technically proficient.

ÅFrom this project I learned how to install a recoil pad, shape, bed, and finish a 
wood stock with added Ebony accents.
ÅI learned how to use a Forster Scope Mounting Fixture, and how to 

drill and tap a receiver on a mill and bore sight a scope.
ÅL ƭŜŀǊƴŜŘ Ƙƻǿ ǘƻ ά.ŜƴŘέ ŀ ōƻƭǘ ƘŀƴŘƭŜ ŀƴŘ ŦƛƴƛǎƘ ƛǘ ǿƛǘƘ ǇǊƻǇŜǊ ŦƛƭƛƴƎ ǘŜŎƘƴƛǉǳŜǎΦ
ÅI learned how to thread a barrel with a lathe for installation of the muzzle brake.

ÅI learned that with the proper tools and a qualified  instructor,   I could build a one of

a kind firearm  that my daughter can use the rest of her life..
